Paragraph

School uniforms may level the playing field for students whose parents cannot or will not bow to fashion trends, but uniforms may also create a new battlefield for competition. Students look alike with the same colors and styles of clothing, but brand names and high price tags can still separate designer uniforms from discount versions. Shows and accessories increase the division between uniform brands and costs, but the benefits of uniforms may outweigh these potential problems.

Supporting evidence

For one in four students, uniform brand was the first thing they considered when buying school clothes (Johnson, 2005).

When polled, thousands of high schoolers said they prefer wearing uniforms (Andersen, 2005).

For mothers, uniforms are “one of the top five stress reducers for the school day routine” (Kritchel, 2006, p. 75).
