Author

	Step 2 

Editor
	As you read your peer's paper, first edit for global issues. Provide at least five comments, using the questions below to guide you: 




Is the introduction interesting?



Can you tell what the thesis is? 



Is the organization logical, or should things be moved around?



Does anything need to be cut? added?



Do you have any questions that the writer doesn't answer? 



Are quotations worked smoothly into the paper? 

Does it seem that the author just cut-and-pasted from sources? 
Are there any back-to-back quotations?

Does the conclusion wrap up all key points without introducing new ideas?



Does the paper end with a strong statement of what readers should do or remember?

Editor
	Use  the APA checklist to check APA formatting.

	Step 6
Writer
	Review the comments made by your peer(s). Remember that you're free to accept or ignore an editor's advice. However, a peer’s feedback can give you objective insight into problems readers might have with your paper. Once you’ve made your changes, turn the revised version into the Unit 8 dropbox.
